Information Technology Assets Management


	POLICY:  



	1.  VBA's Office of Information Management (OIM)  will establish and disseminate information technology (IT) standards for the VBA processing network.  When IT resources are properly justified and funded, OIM will acquire them for Central Office and field facilities in accordance with applicable VA and Federal regulations.



	2.  OIM, with Network Support Center (NSC) support, will establish and maintain an inventory control system for VBA IT assets.  OIM will place all appropriate equipment under maintenance and/or replacement schedules to ensure an optimum level of performance.  In addition, OIM will ensure the availability of operable equipment and parts for the replacement of defective or malfunctioning IT equipment at VBA facilities.



	3.  OIM will provide guidance to VBA Central Office and field facilities concerning the acquisition and disposition of IT resources, inventory management and reporting, IT equipment maintenance, and selected parts replacement and recovery.



	4.  All Directors of VBA Offices, Services, Staffs, Regional Offices, Information Technology Centers, and Systems Development Centers will ensure compliance with the VBA Standards as published by the VBA Architectural Change and Review Board (ACRB) and the  timely and accurate reporting of all IT resources.  They will also ensure that their organizations comply with VBA IT Handbooks concerning the acquisition, disposal and recovery of IT equipment and replacement parts.
