Chapter 3:


M22 Screen (Transaction and Payment History)











The M22 screen shows up to twenty transactions and the dates of the actions that have been executed against a claim, and up to fifteen payment history segments, five segments at a time. 


At the top of the screen the transaction histories are displayed with the most recent transaction type and date displayed first.  In the lower half of the screen the payment histories are displayed.

Differences Between Systems


  The old Chapter 1606 system did not have an M22 screen.  Transaction and payment history were shown on the 351 screen. 





There are no differences between the M22 screen for Chapter 30 and Chapter 1606.  





Accessing the M22 Screen


The M22 screen can be accessed for input through the CADJ, CDAT, CERT, STOP, SUSP, RESU AND MINQ commands.  It can be accessed from the READY screen or through an entry of M22 in the NEXT SCREEN field on the 16M, M01, M21, M22, M23, 310, 312, 317, 411, COE or 601 screens.  “1606” must be entered in the BENEFIT field on the READY screen.





Access for Input


There is no access for input on the M22 screen. It is only available to view transaction and payment histories.





Access for Inquiry


The M22 screen is only available for inquiry purposes. 





To access the M22 screen for inquiry enter the following on the READY screen

The M22 screen formats and protects all fields with the exception of NEXT SCREEN, and the EARLIER and LATER fields used for rolling Payment History segments.

Bottom Portion of Screen


The bottom portion of the screen shows a TOTALS column and up to 5 individual payment histories.  The system stores a total of 15 payment histories.  The date at the top of the column represents the date of payment.

Displays the number of earlier history segments which are not currently displayed on the screen.�

Displays the number of later history segments which are not currently displayed on the screen. �

*The user is not required to input any particular character in these fields, any data will do and the segments will roll, earlier or later.  If there are five or less Payment History segments, these fields are protected and no roll is necessary.





**If RES is entered in the NEXT SCREEN field, the currently displayed screen will be reformatted with the M/R data starting with the first five history segments.

Converted record


Following is a sample M22 Screen for a converted record.  Notice that the transaction history displays only transactions processed in the new system (the old chapter 1606 system did not have transaction processing functionality).  However, the payment history portion contains all payment history from the old system.
