F15 Screen


 (Special Payments) 











The F15 SPECIAL PAYMENT SCREEN is used to process fiscal payment transactions 06A, 06B, 06G, 06T and 06L, utilizing the FIST command.  These transactions are independent of Award Processing and deal with Special and One-Time Payments.

Difference Between Systems





In the old Chapter 106 system Fiscal transactions were not processed on-line.  The Fiscal transactions in CH1606 are similar to those used in the other benefit programs including Chapter 30.  


Accessing the F15 Screen





The F15 screen is accessible by using the FIST command via the READY Screen.





Accessing for Inquiry


All fiscal transactions may be reviewed after the FIST processing is complete by initiating the PENF command on the READY screen by entering the following fields:

*If no Master Record exists an information message will be generated.  The 06A, 06B and 06T cannot be processed if a master record does not exist.





Only one transaction type can be selected at one time on the screen.  When all required fields are completed on the F15 screen press the ENTER key and fields will be edited.  If errors exist the error messages will be displayed, if all edits are passed processing will be complete and transaction will be passed on to the update module.





Special Payments/One-time payments cover special situations in which money may be owed to, or needed by the veteran.  These transactions are independent of Award Processing.  The payment may or may not result in the establishment of a debt that the veteran must repay.  The following are the situations that the Chapter 1606 Fiscals are designed to cover:





06A-ONE-TIME


The 06A-One-Time releases a payment without affecting the master record other than updating the last activity field on the M21 screen.  No overpayment is created by this transaction.  This transaction is used only in those rare instances when it is necessary to bring an account to current status if the award lines are correct but the payee is due money.  Master record status must be “A” or “E” to process.





06G-SPECIAL PAYMENT


The 06G-Special Payment releases a payment and establishes a 55A accounts receivable. Payment is in expectation of an award.  Maximum amount of transaction allowed is $1,500.00. 





06T-TUTORIAL PAYMENT


The 06T-Tutorial Payment releases a payment and does not affect the Master Record as long as the total paid out has not reached $600.  Once the total has reached $600 the entitlement is charged.  The total amount paid for tutorial can not exceed $1,200.00.  Tutorial payment is only allowed for IHL/NCD.  The master record status must be “A” or “E” to process.  





06L-WORK-STUDY PAYMENT


06L-Work-Study payment releases a payment predicated on the contractual work-study agreement. Maximum amount of transaction allowed is $1,100.00. 





06B-ONE TIME PAYMENT-ESTABLISH A/R


The 06B-One Time Payment releases a payment and establishes or increases a “B” class receivable and will set the COLLECTION INDICATOR to a “3”. The master record status must be “A” or “E” to process.  





EFT


If the EFT indicator is set to “Y” and the payee has a different address for this particular payment the “Y” can be changed to “N” and the check will be sent to the requested address. The EFT indicator in the master record will NOT be changed based on the Fiscal processing.





FRPT-FISCAL TRANSACTION REPORT


The fiscal transaction report will reflect added sections for Chapter 1606 pending and authorized transactions.
