The surviving spouse does not qualify for an extension to his or her delimiting date. The effective date of chapter 35 awards is the first of the month following termination of the remarriage that occurs after November 30, 1999.
Paragraph 1.05a is revised to add another note. Normally, a second spouse gets the first spouse's delimiting date. The only exception is if the veteran loses his or her service-connected permanent and total evaluation, and later has this rating reestablished. The spouse (at the time of such restoration) gets a new delimiting date based on the notification to the veteran.
Paragraph 1.06a is revised to add a note that requests RPOs to notify the Program Administration Staff (225B) if they receive a claim from a person requesting chapter 35 benefits based on a second veteran's disability.
Paragraph 1.08 is revised to add a reference to part IV, paragraph 3.02 for duplication of VA administered education benefits. It also adds a reference to part IV, paragraph 3.07 for duplication of benefits for GETA and active duty.
Paragraph 1.12 is revised to eliminate unnecessary references to part IX.

It now provides that if a rating of record does not provide a specific decision on chapter 35 eligibility, the RPO education section will request the Adjudication Officer (at the RO having jurisdiction over the veteran's claims folder) to refer the claim to his or her rating activity for preparation of a memorandum rating on this issue. The exceptions to the general rule are included in figures 3.01 and 3.02. A NOTE below figure 3.02 provides information in those instances where a veteran has not filed a claim for disability or when the veteran's rating is less than 100% and shows no individual unemployability. Figures for letters are being added to part III, chapter 9.
Paragraph 3.06 is revised to indicate that if the adjudicator's name is printed on the 311 screen or award, he or she does not have to actually sign the screen or print.
Paragraph 3.08 adds new procedures. Awards involving elections should not be delayed pending the decision from the claimant. The procedures cover those instances where spouses and surviving spouses elect a delimiting date in original claims. A note is added to state that if an application is received for a child well in advance of his or her 18th birthday, and chapter 35 eligibility exists, the claim should not be disallowed; instead the claimant should be sent a conditional certificate of eligibility stating eligibility exists upon the child's 18th birthday.
Paragraphs 3.12, 3.13, and 3.14 are added to specify procedures for RPOs to obtain chapter 35 eligibility information from another RO.

The procedures for handling original chapter 35 awards when there is a concurrent adjustment of C&P benefits are clarified.
Paragraph 4.11a refers the reader to M21-1 to determine what C&P adjustment may be required. 
Paragraphs 4.11a(2) and (3) clarify that a C&P overpayment may be offset from a chapter 35 award only if the C&P benefit is to or for the child. Overpayments to veterans or widows are not to be offset from chapter 35 awards.
Paragraph 4.11a(3) clarifies that M21-1 may require a predetermination notice in cases where an overpayment needs to be created against a veteran or widow. Chapter 35 benefits to a child should not be delayed for this reason. 
Paragraph 4.11b clarifies procedures when the claims folder is located in another office. 
Paragraph 4.11c explains how a C&P overpayment can be recouped from an original chapter 35 award.
